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Research on the Digital Integration of the Elderly Group into WeChat
Discourse from the Perspective of Frame Theory
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Abstract: China’s population aging has been accelerating, and the concurrent trends of " aging" and " digitalization" have
brought the issue of digital inclusion for older adults into sharp focus. This study employs a computational approach, leveraging
big data techniques to facilitate an online content analysis of articles concerning digital inclusion among older adults published on
WeChat public accounts. Through a framing analysis, the study identifies six predominant frames: social responsibility, individu-

al agency, risk warning, market opportunity, technological empowerment, and family support. These frames collectively contrib-

ute to the symbolic construction of the identity of the older adult population in the digital age.
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
