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National Primary School Chinese Textbooks in the
“Chinese Cultural Identity”:
Content Presentation and Teaching Path

Abstract  China’ s shared cultural identity is the cornerstone of the strong sense of community for the
Chinese nation. The national Chinese textbooks for primary schools significantly facilitate China’ s shared
cultural identity education. This paper analyzes the identity of Chinese culture from three aspects: Chinese
excellent traditional culture revolutionary culture and advanced socialist culture and summarizes the
frequency and content characteristics of cultural identity in the compilation of primary school Chinese
textbooks. The results indicate that Chinese cultural identity are involved in all the sections of the textbook
with rich content diversity in form and in accordance with the characteristics of students’ age and reading
habits. The characteristic of Chinese cultural identity in teaching materials is as follows: organic infiltration of
socialist core values; combining closely with the cultivation of Chinese ability to implement the requirements of
Chinese key competence; education for national unity and progress by sharing cultural symbols of the Chinese
nation. On this basis this paper proposes the teaching path of Chinese cultural identity in the national primary
school Chinese textbooks as follows: to decompose and integrate Chinese cultural identity education into
specific teaching objectives; to capture and supplement the content of Chinese cultural identity in teaching
materials; to promote the role of students as subjects and to make comprehensive use of various teaching
methods to carry out Chinese cultural identity education.
